Teaching in a READ 180 Classroom

plan for Small-Group Instruction. Consider the following suggestions:

< |f one third of the class places into System 44, group students together and use this chart to plan
instruction. Have students use the System 44 Library books during Modeled and Independent Reading.

= You may want to use the rBook during writing days to provide System 44 students with writing practice
connected to the readings from Whole-Group Instruction.

< If less than one third of your students are in System 44, continue to use the rBook. Differentiate
instruction during Checkpoint days with lessons from the System 44 Teaching Guide.

= You may want to use the S.M.A.R.T lessons with the whole group in between rBook workshops if
many students are in System 44 or READ 180 Level 1.
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
